OSHA 10 AND 30 HOUR ONLINE TRAINING COURSES   

The OSHA 10 and 30 Hour Construction Industry Outreach Training Courses are voluntary training programs intended to train workers in the basics of safety and health hazard recognition and prevention. The curriculum for these programs is supplied and approved by OSHA. Only approved trainers and online training programs are authorized to provide this training to workers and the OSHA completion cards often required by owners and general contractors. Many states are requiring that all workers have a minimum of 10 hours of OSHA-approved safety training. In some situations, project managers and supervisors must complete the 30 hour training.

NUCA now offers this training online. The courses are available in both English and Spanish.  In addition to the construction courses, the NUCA online training also offers general industry courses.  NUCA's online program gives students the flexibility to take one module at a time, rather than all at once; as long as all modules are completed within six months.
